
The DRH School is situated in Norway, 18 kms far away from the nearest city. The buildings are in the middle of the mountains, in the nice nature with the lake close by, where you can go canoe or have a fire on the island. Most time of the year we have snow here and the lake is frozen as well, but don't worry we can enjoy “Norwegian summer” maybe for 4 months and the lake even a bit longer. 


The school has been established apart from the nearest hotel, as a training centre for people interested in development work in Africa (India), as well as for the people who would like to try something new, see different culture, meet different people, have new experiences.... 


The school is provided with multi-language library, computers accessible for everyone, TV room, swimming pool, sauna or gym. In free time we can also play table tennis or billiard. We have a common kitchen with hotel, which can be sometimes a bit overcrowded, but it has also its advantages, such as washing machine, big ovens or stove.


However we have also many things to improve. The gym is not the professional one, only small with few types of equipment. Library is also not really a huge one, but you can find interesting books. Maybe something in your room will be fixed. There are people who are responsible for maintenance, but there are not always around. There is always something to improve. 


Students live in the rooms, single or double, depends on occupation. Each room has its own shower and toilet (it's the part of the hotel not used by guests). 


Each group of students or a team has own classroom with computer for each person and usual equipment – printer, common table for meetings, white board and other office stuff. You can have a big classroom or the small one, depends on the people in the team. 


In the basement, under the classroom, the morning assembly hall is placed, where all students meet at 8:30 for the morning course, meeting or presentation. The hall is used for different events, such as birthday celebrations, evening programs, seminars and so on. 

For student's use is available also hotel's basement area, where statues from Africa are exhibited and sometimes a theatre takes place there. 

Each team is also part of a Theatre competition in Denmark or a Development conference in Norway (depends on the team you choose to be). 


Theater is being prepared by students from each school (Denmark, England and Norway) and it's held in summer in Denmark in Tvind school's area for a week. 


A development conference is a winter event, whose part is the winter games as well. Most of the school gathers in Norway (where is by the way snow from September, so it doesn't really need to be a December for winter games ;)). Each school presents their conclusion about certain subject. 


Part of the program is also action weeks, where students prepare materials for TCE action for example and go to Lillehammer to collect funds for this project in Africa. Other action weeks depends on the team's decision (aids center in Oslo, Asylum home etc.)


Each member of a team have one or more responsibility area, where he/she is taking care of common things, such as checking out the cars, making kitchen rota, taking about hosting, studies and so on. Important responsibility is also taking care about the evening program, where everyone is welcome for movie, participate or just be in audience of theatre, some game or any event as birthday, party and so on. What will happen is in hands of student's imagination. Recently we could play improvised theater called “Dogs” or to have short presentation for a student, who was just celebrating birthday here. 

The structure of the program

Here is the example of the school schedule. A day starts with a morning course at 8:30. Headlines of the weeks are written on your schedule. The week starts with the seminar or an action. You gather in a classroom for an introduction and common meeting on a topic in the morning. In the afternoon you prepare your own task which you are about to present to your classmates in the evening (you can use pictures, movies, PowerPoint presentations etc.). 
During the week you can agree on going into town to talk with people and investigate in a local community, what is their opinion, experience… You present the conclusion to your team afterwards. 

During the project period you work 5 and half day. You can work more intensively during the weekends and save by that some days for traveling if you fancy. Also usually every 4th Saturday is free and the days of India's national holidays. 

“Investigation period” at the project is time for you to visit another organization and get knowledge which can be useful for your project. From that part you have to write the report in the project as well and you will get a support of 25$ for the travel expenses (it does not sound like, but it is enough money in these countries). 

Traveling period is for you to enjoy the foreign country as well. Once you are there, you should also visit some of the places. This part is usually taken in the end of the program, when all the work is finished. It can be from 1 week to 2 (depends on the agreement with your project leader). For this period you will also get support of 50$.
